I move that we begin the process to amend or re-state our covenants to prohibit hunting in our sub-division, Meadowdale Hills.  The expenses associated with so doing are authorized (estimated at $1,500 to $4,000). The board members are encouraged to provide the effort to verify the owner’s names & addresses and do the mail-merge of documents to be sent to homeowners (estimated at 40 to 60 hours total).
2.

I move that the request from the 2007 Annual Meeting to change our covenants to include prohibition of hunting be denied.  A letter will be written to all homeowners who attended that meeting with our decision.

3.

I move that the request from the 2007 Annual Meeting to change our covenants to include prohibition of hunting be denied.  A letter will be written to all homeowners with our decision.  Expenses for the mailing are authorized (estimated at $150).
4.

I move that a survey of interest be sent to all homeowners to determine their interest in the prohibition of hunting in our sub-division, Meadowdale Hills.  Our attorney will draft the amendment wording.  The survey will be tallied by our board and based on the results will either continue or discontinue the process of a full amendment or re-statement of the covenants. Expenses are authorized ($650 to $4,500).
5.

I move that the matter of amending or re-stating our covenants to prohibit hunting be tabled and considered at a future board of directors meeting of Meadowdale Hills.  Addition information can be gathered from the proponents of the matter and the opposition to the matter prior to further board action.
